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A light and prickly, yet elegant drinking pleasure from the noble

Pinot Noir grape, made by traditional bottle fermentation. This high-quality
offering exudes delicacy and buoyancy and is very wholesome due to

its creamy mousse.
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The name of “Quinquin” is a tribute to Count Franz Esterhézy
(“Quin-Quin”), an ancestor of the Esterhdzy dynasty, who was born

in 1715. He was holding the position Director of the Court Theatre in
Vienna. The holder of the Order of the Golden Fleece became primarily
known for his charm, elegance and cheerful lightness. No less a person
than Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart composed a requiem for him on the
occasion of his death, and the dramatist Hugo von Hofmannsthal, one
hundred years later, took him as the historic model for his “Quin-Quin*
in Richard Strauss’s opera “Cavalier of the Rose". By the way, the
name “Quin-Quin“ comes from French, meaning something like “amiable
mischief’.
